Summary of sustainability effects of policy (including nature of effects, scale, permanence, timescale, significance) and recommendations

Summary of significant effects:
DP5 has been difficult to assess as it lacks definition of the term ‘community facilities’. Where effects have been identified they are mainly positive, with the possible exception
of the provision of premises to support the economy.
For DP6 the likely effects were easier to predict, and are largely positive. The exception of this is the provision of premises to support the economy, a policy which is likely
to have mixed effects, benefiting existing premises and businesses, but possibly threatening the development of additional premises.
Policy DP7 is likely to have positive effects on many of the criteria, particularly maintenance of the landscape and historic environment, contributing to sustainability of the
area, and improving access to services and facilities.

DP17 aims
to encourage transportation support to the LDF economic strategy; this has positive implications such as possibly reducing the number of trips
necessary, the efficiency of journeys, and improvements to public transport for the benefit of businesses and the general population. However,
the extent to which focusing transport improvements to these areas will benefit smaller rural communities depends on the extent to which
transport systems are integrated to the more remote rural communities.

Summary of significant effects:
These policies raise complex issues and it is often quite difficult to predict what the effect on the criteria would be, particularly in regard to renewable energy, without
knowing which technologies are to be encouraged in the district.
The inclusion of the waste hierarchy helps to make Policy D36 more sustainable by focussing on waste minimisation in the first instance.

Recommendations:
Policy DP34 could provide more detailed guidance on the types of standalone renewable energy technologies that are likely to be acceptable e.g. wind energy, biomass (in
addition to integrating CHP into developments), to provide increased certainty of implementation and mitigation of potential negative impacts.

Policy DP36 helps to strengthen Policy CP18 in relation to waste resources. The criteria for locating and designing waste management facilities in the district could be
expanded upon e.g. proximity to sensitive or compatible land uses, making use of sustainable transport modes.

DP39 might be amended to encourage the reuse of existing buildings as a means of reducing construction and demolition of waste.
