Breakdown of responses

1. 36 responses received – 22 from individuals and 14 from Parish Councils

2. Individual responses – 15 from Easingwold, 7 from Parishes (Alne; Farlington; Sutton on the Forest; Tollerton; Raskelf; Newton on Ouse)

3. Parish Council responses from – Aldwark; Alne; Beningbrough; Brandsby; Brafferton; Farlington; Husthwaite; Marton cum Moxby; Myton on Swale; Oulston; Sutton on the Forest; Thormanby; Thornton on the Hill; Tollerton

General satisfaction

4. Individuals – 18% very satisfied; 41% satisfied; 41% not satisfied

5. Parish Councils – 7% very satisfied; 29% satisfied; 21% not satisfied; 43% reported having no transport

Awareness

6. HDC Free Bus Travel - 5 out of 14 Parish Councils aware - 18 out of 22 individuals aware
7. Prescription delivery service - 1 out of 14 Parish Councils aware - 6 out of 22 individuals are aware
8. Voluntary Car Scheme - 4 out of 14 Parish Councils aware - 16 out of 22 individuals are aware
9. Beningbrough Hall scheme - 1 out of 14 Parish Councils aware – 3 out of 22 individuals are aware
Interest in new services

10. 25 responses out of 37 were not aware of an interest in a community minibus with 8 people requesting more information

11. 12 people said they would be interested in a swimming pool service (only 1 being from a Parish Council – Husthwaite); 15 people were not interested and 7 people requested further information (5 of which were Parish Councils – Aldwark, Farlington, Tollerton, Brandsby, Myton)
