This report is the Fifth Annual Monitoring Report for the Local Development Framework which is 
required to be prepared and submitted to the Government Office under the Town and Country 

Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations 2004 as amended in 2008.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
 
Part A - Introduction and Background 
 

This monitoring report covers the period 1st April 2008 to 31st March 2009.  In accordance 
with the Regulations, it concentrates on monitoring the progress of the implementation of 
adopted planning policies. It also provides an up to date snapshot of the progress on the 
Local Development Framework (LDF) against the Local Development Scheme (LDS) 
(paras 1.9 to 1.16) and identifies where changes may need to be considered.  In addition to 
contextual information for the District (paras 1.17 to 1.21), and the Regional Context (para 
1.24 to 1.25) this AMR also sets out the position with regard to the one saved policy from 
the District Wide Local Plan (para 1.13). It is structured to reflect the Adopted Core Strategy 
vision and policies as detailed in the parts below. 

 
 
Part B - Meeting local development needs sustainably  
 

At 83%, the local target of achieving 55% of residential completions on previously 
developed land (PDL) has been exceeded for the sixth year running (see para 2.6 Table 
2.2). Furthermore 70% of new housing permissions granted in 2008/09 have been on PDL 
(para 2.5 and Table 2.1). 
 
The Highways Agency’s proposals to upgrade the A1 to a 3-lane motorway between 
Dishforth and Barton were approved on 31st March 2008 (para 2.13).  Work on the first 
section of improvement (Dishforth – Leeming Bar) commenced on 31st March 2009 and is 
anticipated to be complete in April 2012. The second part (Leeming Bar - Barton) is to 
follow later in 2012, subject to the successful outcome of a further public inquiry.  
 

 
Part C - Developing a balanced housing market  
 

The Local Development Framework housing requirement is based on an annualised figure, 
(previously 320 falling to 280 net per annum in the Approved Regional Spatial Strategy – 
(see Table 3.1).  A housing figure of 4350 new dwellings for the period 2006 – 2021 is 
quoted in the adopted Core Strategy, however, the plan period has been extended to 2026 
by the RSS, which now gives a total housing figure of 6540 gross for the whole plan period 
(para 3.2 and Table 3.1). 
 
During the period 2008-2009 the number of houses completed was 201 gross and 183 net 
(that is the figure resulting from all houses built minus houses lost to the existing stock 
through demolitions – Table 3.5). The annual target for increase in gross dwellings is 290 
and for net dwellings 280. So the figure for 2008-2009 was 69% of the target figure for the 
increase in gross dwellings. This figure is down on previous years due to the severe 
downturn in the house building industry caused by the economic situation during this 
monitoring period. (para 3.2) 
 
There were outstanding permissions for 1229 dwellings at April 2009 (representing 3.8 
years supply from existing commitments alone) with 183 net new dwellings completed 
within this monitoring year (para 3.7and Table 3.4). 

 
There were 60 affordable homes completed within this monitoring period with 12 of these 
on a rural exception site (Table 3.7).  This is 30% of the gross housing completions, which 
is below the LDF target of 43% (para 3.19).  The 12 affordable homes on rural exception 
sites is below the LDF target of 15 (para 3.20). These figures reflect the overall downturn in 
completions.  Nevertheless the overall number of affordable housing is higher than the 
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previous two monitoring periods by a substantial amount and the percentage of affordable 
housing completions is the highest recorded since the Council’s Monitoring Reports started. 
(para 3.20). 
 

 
Part D - Supporting prosperous communities 
 

The Allocations Proposed Submission Development Plan, January 2009, reflects Adopted 
Core Strategy Policy CP10 and CP10A by putting forward for allocation 75 hectares of land 
for employment purposes in the District’s five Sub Areas.  
 
At March 2009 23.81 hectares of employment land remained available for future   
development, however this does not include newly built vacant premises (Appendix 5).  It 
should be noted that the future use of some of vacant or disused sites for employment 
purposes (such as the York Trailers site in Northallerton and the factory site at Dalton), are 
being reconsidered and reassessed as part of the Allocations DPD preparation process. 

 
One of the targets relates to new jobs created or safeguarded by businesses that are either 
located on land that has been opened up and serviced by the Council or that occupy 
premises that the Council has developed.  Between 2004/05 and 2007/8 recorded year on 
year increases in employment levels indicated that Council projects facilitated the creation 
of 2,395 new jobs by local businesses during this period (para 4.7).  
 
Whilst some local business have continued to increase job numbers during 2008/9 the 
effects of the economic downturn  have resulted in a net reduction of 262 in overall 
employment levels of the businesses surveyed. This level has however been much less 
than in other parts of the Region and UK (paras 4.7 and 4.8).47% of jobs created were high 
skilled and at 47% this exceeds the 33 target (paras 4.9 and 4.10) despite the difficult 
economic climate (Para 4.11). 
 
There is an objective to maintain and enhance the vitality and viability of the five market 
towns. As set out in paras 4.16 - 4.19 there has been a mixed but broadly positive outcome 
in 2008/09, particularly given the economic downturn. 

 
Specific measures are set out in Policy DP19 of the Development Policies DPD to assist 
market town regeneration. The objective of 75% of agreed schemes by 2021 is on target to 
be achieved (para 4.13). 
 

Part E - Maintaining quality environments 
 

Of the 48 designated Conservation Areas within Hambleton District outside the National 
Park, 4 (8.3%) have been subject to a recent character appraisal (para 5.1). New 
appraisals for all 5 of the Market Towns are underway and will be completed in 2010. This 
will represent 10% of the total. The LDF target is to raise this proportion to 17% by 2010. 

 
English Heritage records show there are 1,775 Listed Buildings in Hambleton District, of 
which 127 are Grade I or II* and five (3.9%) of these are on the “Heritage at Risk Register”  
– June 2009 (para 5.2and Appendix 8).  
 
There were 68 identified Sites of Importance for Nature Conservation (SINCs) within 
Hambleton District outside the National Park (para 5.6) in this period, all of which were 
protected and where possible enhanced. 

 
5 of the targets in the Hambleton Biodiversity Action Plan have been achieved this year and 
work on 5 others has begun (para 5.11and table 5.1).  Therefore the annual target set in 
the LDF has been achieved for the second year running. 
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At the end of this monitoring period it has been found that the Council has achieved its 
target of increasing the % annual recycling/composting figure to 50% above its 2004/05 
base figure.  The percentage increase for the period was 51% and has been reached one 
year earlier that the specified target date of 2009/2010 – (para 5.18 and Table 5.2). 
 
North Yorkshire County Council’s 2008 Acxiom survey found that 95% of households in 
Hambleton like the neighbourhood they live in and 9% feel that their neighbourhood has 
improved over the last 3 years (para 5.21). 
 

Part F - Creating healthy and safe communities 
 
On no occasion during this monitoring period has any planning application been determined 
in a way that would be contrary to flooding or flood prevention advice received from the 
Environment Agency (para 6.6). 

 
Information is still being gathered to provide baseline data against which to assess the 
management potential of eligible open spaces.  When complete it should be possible to 
determine how many of such facilities are suitably managed and assess appropriate action 
on the remainder (para 6.3). The District Council’s Place Survey found that during this 
monitoring period only 14% of respondents were dissatisfied in any way with parks and 
open spaces(para 6.3).  

 
The District Council’s Place Survey which was conducted from Sept 2008 to March 2009 
found that 73% think that local public services are working to make the area cleaner and 
greener. It also found that 74% of people feel safe outside in their local area after dark 
while 97% of people feel safe outside in their local area during the day. (para 6.7).
