(RSS), was to provide the new 
“Development Plan”, replacing the 
former District Wide Local Plan and 
County Structure Plan. However on 
6th July 2010 the Secretary of State 
announced the revocation of RSS 
with immediate effect. This means 
that the RSS for Yorkshire and the 
Humber (May 2008): the Yorkshire 
& Humber Plan is no longer part of 
the Statutory Development Plan for 
Hambleton. The Statutory 
Development Plan for the District 
therefore comprises:

At the end of paragraph 8 of the 
Development Requirements and 
Explanation section add a further 
sentence - ‘The exact amount of 
such uses will be determined at the 
planning application stage and will 
be subject to negotiation based 
upon the viability of these uses and 
the overall site.’  
 

IC4 Pages 54 and 55: 
Delete Allocation BC5 and the 
supporting text. 

IC5 Page 61: 
Allocation BM3 – add a new 
paragraph after paragraph 5 of the 
Development Requirements and 
Explanation section – ‘Development 
will need to take account of the 
proximity of the listed Old Wesleyan 
Chapel and safeguard its character 
and setting.’

Revise the proposed development 
limit to the rear of Nos 1-5 The 
Green, Ainderby Steeple to 
maintain the development limit in 
the adopted LP. 
 

IC9 Proposals Map: 
Revise the proposed development 
limit at No 18 The Holme, Great 
Broughton only, to maintain the 
development limit in the adopted 
LP. The revision to the proposed 
development limit is limited solely 
to that part of the development 
limit boundary shown on the PM for 
the adopted LP which is drawn 
around the dwelling house at No 18. 
For the avoidance of doubt the 
revision does not include any 
alterations to the proposed 
development limit to the rear of Nos 
1 to 3 Holme Mead.  
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
